Enche' Zulkiflee bin Muhammad 
(Bachok): Tuan Pengerusi, di-dalam 
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menjalankan tugas Federation Estab­
lishment Office ini, saya hendak ber-
chakap berkenaan dengan sub-head 1. 
ia-itu dasar Kerajaan yang di-buat oleh 
Principal Establishment Officer di-dalam 
melantek pegawai2 bekerja dan me-
nempatkan mereka itu. Saya berharap 
kapada pegawai yang tersebut ini supaya 
memikirkan juga kepentingan sa-suatu 
perojek atau sa-suatu usaha yang sedang 
di-jalankan oleh pegawai yang tertentu 
di-tempat-nya, terutama di-dalam soal 
tukar-menukar. Terdapat, Tuan Pe-
ngerusi, kadang2 pegawai yang baharu 
sahaja sampai di-sesuatu tempat itu 
telah di-tukarkan; dengan beberapa 
sebab pentadbiran, tetapi telah meng-
akibatkan terbengkalai beberapa pero­
jek yang hendak di-jalankan oleh 
pegawai2 itu sendiri yang ia agak-nya 
lebeh tahu dalam hal itu. Tuan Yang 
di-Pertua, sunggoh pun penukaran 
dalam bidang mengator pegawai2 ini 
boleh di-asaskan atas pemandangan 
kapada kehendak peribadi sa-saorang 
pegawai yang berkenaan dengan kenaik-
an pangkat atau sa-bagai-nya, tetapi 
tidak-lah boleh di-perkechilkan kepen­
tingan tempatan yang timbul dengan 
ada-nya pegawai itu di-situ. Maka saya 
rasa kepentingan pangkat dan sa-bagai-
nya bagi sa-saorang pegawai itu hendak-
lah di-tundokkan sadikit sa-banyak-nya 
juga kapada kepentingan tempatan yang 
memerlukan-nya bagi sa-suatu perojek. 

Dalam Federation Establishment 
Office ini ternampak juga pada saya ada 
lantekan2 terus ia-itu daripada Cadet 
M.C.S. terus ka-F.E.O. Pada fikiran 
saya ini tidak-lah menasabah, sebab 
orang2 yang baharu keluar daripada 
sekolah walau bagaimana tinggi Univer-
sity-nya pun, tidak-lah patut di-letakkan 
di-tempat yang penting dalam F.E.O. 
ini. Sebab tugas F.E.O. ia-lah mengawas 
perjalanan dan nadi kepegawaian dalam 
jabatan2 tinggi. Tuan Yang di-Pertua 
saya harap perkara ini mendapat 
perhatian daripada jabatan ini. Walau 
bagaimana pun, saya telah mendengar 
rungutan berkenaan dengan lambat 
jabatan ini menyelenggarakan kerja-nya 
oleh beberapa sebab yang saya harap 
hal ini di-perhatikan; ada mithal2an-nya, 
tetapi saya tidak ingin menyebutkan. 

Enche' V. Veerappen (Seberang Se-
latan): Mr. Speaker, Sir, I wish to have 
a bit of clarification on Subhead 10, 

Whitley Councils, $7,000, on page 38. 
I see there an item "Arbitration Tri­
bunal" and I understand from a very 
reliable source that the Chairman of 
this Tribunal used to be paid an 
allowance of $500 and that this amount 
has now been reduced to $200. It is very 
well that we should reduce our expen­
diture, Sir, but the implication is that 
there is discrimination, and that is why 
I am bringing this matter up here. 
Previously, Sir, the two holders of this 
post were each paid $500, and they 
were millionaires. But now that the post 
has been offered to ordinary working 
people, Sir, the amount has been 
reduced to $200. I hope the Federation 
Government will be able to give an 
explanation as to why the allowance has 
been reduced from $500 to $200. 

Enche' K. Karam Singh (Damansara): 
If we go carefully through these Esti­
mates, Mr. Speaker, Sir, we will find 
great cause for alarm in what is 
happening under this Head. If we turn 
to page 37, Sir, we find that under 
Emergency Expenditure, Divisions I and 
III, it says "Now provided under Head 
"Ministry of Internal Security"; and if 
we also turn to page 38, we find under 
Division III an item "Administrative 
Staff in New Villages". Last year, Sir, 
the provision was $9,000, but now it 
says "Now provided under Head 
'Ministry of Internal Security' ". If I 
may be allowed to speak on the transfer 
of this section to the Ministry of 
Internal Security, Sir, you would find 
the terrible implication it has on 
democracy in our country. Mr. Speaker, 
Sir, I do not speak without facts, I have 
got facts to substantiate what I am 
going to say. Now, if administrative 
staff in New Villages come under the 
Ministry of Internal Security, what will 
happen is that the administrative staff 
of New Villages will be nothing but an 
espionage organisation of the Minister 
of Internal Security—to spy and report 
on the activities of local councillors. 
This is further aggravated by the fact 
that the Chairman and a councillor of 
the Local Council of Jinjang had 
recently been arrested, and the Socialist 
Front Chairman of the Serdang Bahru 
Local Council had his house searched 
by Police with a view to his arrest, but 
the Police did not find him there. To
