SCHEDULE 

Debate resumed on Question: 
That the sum of $189,417,677 for Head 

18 stand part of the Schedule. 
Question again proposed. 

Enche' V. Veerappen (Seberang 
Selatan): Mr. Speaker, Sir, just before 
we adjourned yesterday, I was on the 
subject of the Unified Service Scheme 
for Teachers. I tried to show to the 
House that although the members of 
the Unions and the Ministry, who are 
on the National Joint Council of 
Teachers, had agreed to have the 
Unified Scheme implemented from 
1st January, 1960, the Ministry has not 
done so. I also said that there was 
another salary scale. Now, Sir, I 
understand that the Minister has been 
saying that this Scheme cannot be 
implemented because, in the first place, 
he has not passed it and, in the 
second place, this House has not 
approved it. If that is so, I would like 
to ask the Minister, how is it that he 
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is able to implement this very Scheme 
for those teachers, who have been 
recruited after 1957 and who have 
been put on a certain scale, which I 
described yesterday as the "Untrusted 
Scale". 

Mr. Speaker: I have never heard of 
"Untrusted Scale". 

Enche' V. Veerappen: This Scale, 
Sir, somehow or other resembles or is 
identical with the scale in the Unified 
Service Scheme, and if this Scale was 
approved by some authority, I do not 
see any reason why the Unified 
Service Scheme cannot also be approved 
by that same authority. If the Minister 
still says that he has not got legal 
sanction to implement the Unified 
Service Scheme, then I submit that the 
new scale through which the present 
teachers, who were recruited after 
1957, are paid must be illegal. I 
would like to appeal to the Minister 
to try and implement this Scheme at 
least as from 1st January, 1961. If 
there are differences, I am sure that 
these can be adjusted. The teachers' 
union have agreed to accept this scale 
and I hope that it can be implemented. 

The next subject associated with 
this is the question of equal pay for 
women teachers. I am not going to 
talk on this, but would like to just ask 
the Minister one thing: he gave an 
assurance to the Honourable Member 
for Jitra-Padang Terap that this was 
to be implemented, but I am not sure 
whether this was implemented or not. 
However, I see in the Rahman Talib 
Report, para. 348, it is stated, "we are 
not an appropriate body to make any 
recommendations on so contentious a 
question which must be considered by 
authorities better versed than our­
selves." If that is so, would the 
Honourable Minister tell this House 
whether his Ministry or his Govern­
ment would set up a committee to 
look into this question. 

Mr. Speaker, Sir, the next thing is 
sub-head 41 (2), Grants to Secondary 
Schools, page 123. I find here, Sir, that 
there is a mere increase of $2 million. 
As I pointed out yesterday, the number 
of pupils that is permitted to go for 
secondary education is limited by 

manipulation in the examination and if 
this could be increased sufficiently, I 
am sure we should be able to provide 
more places for more pupils. 

But the most disappointing feature 
of these Estimates is Head 42, Grants 
to Technical Education, which has a 
provision of just over $1 million. I 
say it is disappointing because in this 
House, and in previous Legislatures, 
time and time again stress has been 
made on technical education, and 
especially now when we are embarking 
on an industrial programme, Sir, I 
think we need have to turn out more 
and more pupils with some technical 
knowledge, and hope this will be 
reflected in our Budget. We see, Sir, 
that most of our pupils, when they 
come out of school, are mostly 
interested in white collar jobs. We 
have to change this attitude, and the 
only way to do this would be through 
the provision of better facilities for 
technical education. 

I next come to Further and Part 
Time Education, sub-head 77, on page 
125. We find that there is a good 
increase in the provision for Further 
Education, and one of the main 
functions of this Further Education is, 
I understand, to provide tuition in the 
national language. However, Sir, I 
find that there is great enthusiasm on 
the part of the people to attend these 
classes, but after some time the 
enrolment in these classes dwindle. I 
submit that there must be something 
wrong with the tuition. I find that most 
of the teachers who are teaching in 
these Further Education classes are 
very good teachers in the teaching of 
schoolchildren. But can we expect our 
adults, who are attending these Further 
Education classes, to follow the same 
methods that are adopted in the 
teaching of youngsters? We find that 
they lose interest in these classes, Sir, 
because the teachers use the same 
methods. What I am now asking is 
that the Ministry should try to find the 
means of training these teachers in the 
teaching of adults. 

Another disappointing feature here 
is that there are many groups of people 
who would like to have teachers to 
help them in their National Language
