MENT ESTIMATES, 1961 

Order read for resumption of 
consideration of the P r o v i s i o n a l 
Development Estimates, 1961 (Cmd. 
60 of 1960) in Committee of the whole 
House (21st December, 1960). 

House immediately resolved itself 
into Committee. 

(Mr. Speaker in the Chair) 

Head 114— 

Tun Abdul Razak: Mr. Speaker, Sir, 
I beg to move that expenditure 
amounting to $16,371,109 under Head 
114 be approved. The great majority 
of the items under Head 114 are 
projects which have already been 
approved but which have not yet been 
completed. The only new items are 
the $100,000 for the preliminary 
expenses of the National Memorial, 
which will be erected in the Lake 
Gardens to commemorate the end of 
the Emergency, and an amount of 
$771,500 for the purchase of training 
aircraft for the continuation of training 
of Malayan pilots who will be 
returning to Malaya from overseas 
courses. 

Enche' Zulkiflee bin Muhammad 
(Bachok): Tuan Yang di-Pertua, sa-
belum saya hendak membuat sadikit 
ulasan, kalau tadi Menteri Yang 
Berhormat telah menerangkan bagai-
mana bentok National Memorial 
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ini boleh jadi saya pun ta' payah 
berchakap. 

Mr. Speaker: Boleh tanya sa-kali 
arong. 

Enche' Zulkiflee bin Muhammad: 
Tidak ada yang lain lagi, Tuan Yang 
di-Pertua. 

The Deputy Prime Minister: Tuan 
Yang di-Pertua, model-nya sedang di-
bentok tetapi model sementara-nya 
ada di-dalam Pejabat Minister of 
Works, kalau Yang Berhormat itu 
suka hendak menengok boleh-lah 
berbuat demikian. 

Enche9 K. Karam Singh (Daman-
sara): Mr. Speaker, Sir, we would like 
to know for what purpose is this 
National Memorial meant. Sir, we 
would not like a historical error to be 
committed by the Government of this 
country, in that all those who laid 
down their lives, who gave up their 
everything, who gave up their most 
precious possession, to set this country 
free, are not recognised. We want a 
due place to be given to all those who 
fought for independence for our 
country. 

Mr. Speaker, Sir, the policy of the 
Alliance Government, and especially 
the policy as stated by the Minister of 
Defence, is most ambiguous. From 
some of the statements which have 
been made by the Government on the 
question of this Memorial, we can 
deduce one conclusion, and that is that 
those who aided the British and those 
who were employed by the British 
during the Emergency are the real 
fighters for freedom. Sir, the British 
were those who were depriving our 
country of freedom and all those who 
fought against that imperialism are the 
freedom-fighters of our land. Mr. 
Speaker, Sir, let not the Alliance 
Government be jealous 

Enche' Ibrahim bin Abdul Rahman 
(Seberang Tengah): Mr. Speaker, Sir, 
I rise on a point of order under 
Standing Order 36 (1). The Honourable 
Member is talking about policy, and 
therefore it is irrelevant. 

Mr. Speaker: I think he is quite in 
order. Proceed! 

Enche' K. Karam Singh: Mr. 
Speaker, Sir, let not the Alliance, and 
especially the Leaders of the Alliance, 
be jealous that credit will be given to 
others who fought for freedom. Let 
them not aggrandize this credit for 
having fought for freedom for them­
selves. Even some of our own people 
may have fought under the British 
and may have been employed by the 
British to fight during the Emergency. 
But, in my opinion, they were only 
employed by the British, and they were 
not the willing employees of the 
British—economic poverty, economic 
distress, forced them to join the 
British for the sake of a hundred or 
a hundred and twenty dollars salary 
that they received. They might have 
been unfortunate, in that they fell 
during the struggle, but that does not 
make them the freedom-fighters of 
this land. It is unfortunate that they 
died, but the real people to whom this 
Memorial must be erected are those 
who, through the long years of our 
history, left their homes, left their 
pleasures, left the pleasantness of the 
ordinary life, to take up arms against 
the British imperialism that was on our 
land. 

Mr. Speaker, Sir, I only ask that 
this country be worthy of its past. I 
remember President Soekarno has said, 
"A country, which cannot honour its 
own history, does not deserve a place 
among the nations of this world." Sir, 
again I ask that the Alliance Govern­
ment has enough courage to honour 
those who died and who fell for the 
freedom of this land. 

Dato' Onn bin Ja'afar (Kuala 
Trengganu Selatan): Mr. Speaker, Sir, 
I feel extremely surprised to listen to 
the observations made by the Honour­
able Member for Damansara. The 
Emergency started at the time when this 
country was under British administra­
tion and continued until the middle of 
this year, and I feel honestly surprised 
that the Honourable Member for 
Damansara should insinuate that it 
should be appropriate as a war memorial 
for those who fought against the British. 
Now, who were those who fought 
against the British and against this 
country? They were the Communist
